She got support from a
nonprofit that paid her fees
and kept her in school.

But upon graduating high
school, she faced a daunt-
ing challenge of what's
next.

She knew she had to start
her own business to sur-
vive.

And to help her mother,
who had tried so hard to
keep her in school by sell-
ing her only assets, a stack
of corrugated iron sheets
she had been saving in the
hope of building a better
home for her children.

Stumai also knew she
wouldn’t get a loan from a
traditional bank, which
generally considers young,
rural women like her,
without land or assets, un-
bankable.

Through a special group of
lending partners, she se-
cured 350 dollars to start a
food shop, selling vegeta-
bles, oil, rice, tomatoes,
onions and beans.

Fellow network members
helped to train her on basic
business skills, like creat-
ing a business plan, work-
ing out profits, marketing,
keeping business records
and the value of savings.

And the business took off.

She repaid the original
loan within eight months,
and then borrowed 2,000
dollars to start a motorcy-
cle taxi and courier busi-

Stumai now owns two mo-
torcycles and employs two
people.

And she has been able to
purchase land and build a
house, and the business
continues to grow from
strength to strength.

Stumai repaid her interest
in social interest.

She paid social interest by
providing mentoring to
girls in a local high school.

She volunteered weekly as
a learner guide, delivering
a life skills and well-being
curriculum that helps chil-
dren gain the confidence
to ask questions, care for
and support each other,
learn about health and nu-
trition, set goals and learn
how to achieve them.

Stumai says her greatest
reward is witnessing the
girls she mentors start to
believe in themselves and
succeeding.

These days, Stumai also
trains other learner guides.

That's multiplying the
number of girls making it
through school and into
secure livelihoods like she
did.

Through her business prof-
its, she has been able to
support her siblings, three
nieces and nephews and
other children in her
community to go to
school.

She also regularly supports
other network members.

For example, a young
woman studying for a di-
ploma in community de-
velopment.

In the past two years,
Stumai helped her with
money for bus fare, for
sanitary pads, for soap and
encouraged her to keep

going.

Stumai spends 370 dollars
a year supporting the edu-
cation of others.

That's 17 percent of her
gross earnings from her
motorcycle business.

This is the power of social
interest.

Stumai's example shows
that if you help one girl,
not only to go to school,
but graduate and start a
business, she can in turn
make a giant difference in
the lives of others and her
community.

Had Stumai paid back in-
terest on her loan in dol-
lars, her success might
have been felt by her and
her immediate family, but
because she paid interest
as social interest, the im-
pact was felt by her
mentees, her nieces, neph-
ews, her employees and so
many others around her.

Stumai is just one example
of many.

learner guides like Stumai,
working across Malawi,
Tanzania, Ghana, Zambia
and Zimbabwe.

And collectively, they've
helped children do better
in school.

The girls we work with are
nearly three times less
likely to drop out of
school, because learner
guides make home visits
when girls fail to attend
school to help them back
on track.

They also work with
communities and district
governments to address
the challenges children
face, including preventing
or annulling child mar-
riages, connecting children
facing hunger or hardship
at home with local sup-
port, or running study
groups so that children
who might be lagging be-
hind in their studies can
get supporters and catch

up.

They act as trusted sisters,
friends and guardians.

So far, nearly 6,300 net-
work members have bor-
rowed close to three mil-
lion dollars, with a repay-
ment rate of those loans at
consistently above 95 per-
cent.

And our 140,000 mem-
bers, they have invested
their own resources to
support and send over
937,000 children to prima-
ry and secondary school.

During the winter of 2018-
2019, one million tons of
salt were applied to icy
roads in the state of Penn-
sylvania alone. The salt
from industrial uses like
this often ends up in
freshwater rivers, making
their water undrinkable
and contributing to a
growing global crisis.
How can we better protect
these precious natural re-
sources? Physical organic
chemist Tina Arrowood
shares a three-step plan to
keep salt out of rivers —
and create a circular salt
economy that turns indus-
trial byproducts into valu-
able resources.

In graduate school, | was
fortunate to have the Mis-
sissippi River outside my
research laboratory win-
dow at the University of
Minnesota.

Today, as a physical or-
ganic chemist, I'm com-
mitted to use my training
to help protect rivers, like
the Mississippi, from ex-
cessive salt that can come
from human activity.

Because, you know, salt is
something that can con-
taminate freshwater rivers.

And freshwater rivers,
they have only salt levels
of .05 percent.

And at this level, it's safe
to drink.

But the majority of the wa-
ter on our planet is housed
in our oceans, and ocean
water has a salinity level
of more than three percent.

And if you drank that,
you'd be sick very quick.

So, if we are to compare
the relative volume of
ocean water to that of the
river water that's on our

planet, and let's say we are
able to put the ocean water
into an Olympic-size
swimming pool, then our
planet's river water would
fit in a one-gallon jug.

So you can see it's a pre-
cious resource.

But do we treat it like a
precious resource?

Or rather, do we treat it
like that old rug that you
put in your front doorway
and wipe your feet off on
it?

Treating rivers like that
old rug has severe conse-
quences.

Let's take a look.

Let's see what just one tea-
spoon of salt can do.

If we add one teaspoon of
salt to this Olympic-size
swimming pool of ocean
water, the ocean water
stays ocean water.

But if we add that same
one teaspoon of salt to this
one-gallon jug of fresh
river water, suddenly, it
becomes too salty to drink.

So the point here is, be-
cause rivers, the volume is
so small compared to the
oceans, it is especially
vulnerable to human activ-
ity, and we need to take
care to protect them.

So recently, | surveyed the
literature to look at the
river health around the
world.

And | fully expected to see
ailing river health in re-
gions of water scarcity and
heavy industrial develop-
ment.

And | saw that in northern
China and in India.

But | was surprised when |
read a 2018 article where
there's 232 river-sampling
sites sampled across the
United States.

And of those sites, 37 per-
cent had increasing salini-
ty levels.

What was more surprising
is that the ones with the
highest increases were
found on the east part of
the United States, and not
the arid southwest.

The authors of this paper
postulate that this could be
due to using salt to deice
roads.

Potentially, another source
of this salt could come
from salty industrial
wastewaters.

So as you see, human ac-
tivities can convert our
freshwater rivers into wa-
ter that's more like our
oceans.

So we need to act and do
something before it's too
late.

And | have a proposal.
We can take a three-step

river-defense mechanism,

ers practice this defense
mechanism, we can put
our rivers in a much safer
position.

This involves, number
one, extracting less water
from our rivers by imple-
menting water recycle and
reuse operations.

Number two, we need to
take the salt out of these
salty industrial
wastewaters and recover it
and reuse it for other pur-
pOSES.

And number three, we
need to convert salt con-
sumers, who currently
source our salt from mines
into salt consumers that
source our salt from recy-
cled salt sources.

This three-part defense
mechanism is already in

play.

This is what northern Chi-
na and India are imple-
menting to help to rehabil-
itate the rivers.

But the proposal here is to
use this defense mecha-
nism to protect our rivers,
so we don't need to reha-
bilitate them.

And the good news is, we
have technology that can
do this.

It's with membranes.

Membranes that can sepa-
rate salt and water.

years, and they're based on
polymeric materials that
separate based on size, or
they can separate based on
charge.

The membranes that are
used to separate salt and
water typically separate
based on charge.

And these membranes are
negatively charged, and
help to repel the negative-
ly charged chloride ions
that are in that dissolved
salt.

So, as | said, these mem-
branes have been around
for a number of years, and
currently, they are purify-
ing 25 million gallons of
water every minute.

Even more than that, actu-
ally.

But they can do more.

These membranes are
based under the principle
of reverse osmosis.

Now osmosis is this natu-
ral process that happens in
our bodies — you know,
how our cells work.

And osmosis is where you
have two chambers that
separate two levels of salt
concentration.

One with low salt concen-
tration and one with high
salt concentration.

And separating the two
chambers is the semiper-
meable membrane.

And under the natural os-
mosis process, what hap-
pens is the water naturally
transports across that
membrane from the area
of low salt concentration
to the area of high salt
concentration, until an
equilibrium is met.

Now reverse osmosis, it's
the reverse of this natural
process.

And in order to achieve
this reversal, what we do
is we apply a pressure to
the high-concentration
side and in doing so, we
drive the water the oppo-
site direction.

And so the high-
concentration side be-
comes more salty, more
concentrated, and the low-
concentration side be-
comes your purified water.

S0 using reverse 0SmMosis,
we can take an industrial
wastewater and convert up
to 95 percent of it into
pure water, leaving only
five percent as this con-
centrated salty mixture.

Now, this five percent
concentrated salty mixture
is not waste.

So scientists have also de-
veloped membranes that
are modified to allow
some salts to pass through
and not others.

Using these membranes,
which are commonly re-
ferred to as nanofiltration
membranes, now this five
percent concentrated salty

solution can be converted
into a purified salt solu-
tion.

So, in total, using reverse
osmosis and nanofiltration
membranes, we can con-
vert industrial wastewater
into a resource of both wa-
ter and salt.

And in doing so, achieve
pillars one and two of this
river-defense mechanism.

Now, I've introduced this
to a number of industrial-
water users, and the com-
mon response is, "Yeah,
but who is going to use my
salt?"

So that's why pillar num-
ber three is so important.

We need to transform
folks that are using mine
salt into consumers of re-
cycled salt.

So who are these salt con-
sumers?

Well, in 2018 in the Unit-
ed States, | learned that 43
percent of the salt con-
sumed in the US was used
for road salt deicing pur-
poses.

Thirty-nine percent was
used by the chemical in-
dustry.

So let's take a look at these
two applications.

roads in the state of Penn-
sylvania.

One million tons of salt is
enough to fill two-thirds of
an Empire State Building.

That's one million tons of
salt mined from the earth,
applied to our roads, and
then it washes off into the
environment and into our
rivers.

So the proposal here is that
we could at least source
that salt from a salty in-
dustrial wastewater, and
prevent that from going
into our rivers, and rather
use that to apply to our
roads.

So at least when the melt
happens in the springtime
and you have this high-
salinity runoff, the rivers
are at least in a better posi-
tion to defend themselves
against that.

Now, as a chemist, the op-
portunity though that I'm
more psyched about is the
concept of introducing cir-
cular salt into the chemical
industry.

And the chlor-alkali indus-
try is perfect.

Chlor-alkali industry is the
source of epoxies, it's the
source of urethanes and
solvents and a lot of useful
products that we use in our
everyday lives.

And it uses sodium chlo-
ride salt as its key feed
stack.

So the idea here is, well,
first of all, let's look at lin-
ear economy.

So in a linear economy,
they're sourcing that salt
from a mine, it goes
through this chlor-alkali
process, made into a basic
chemical, which then can
get converted into another
new product, or a more
functional product.

But during that conversion
process, oftentimes salt is
regenerated as the by-
product, and it ends up in
the industrial wastewater.

So, the idea is that we can
introduce circularity, and
we can recycle the water
and salt from those indus-
trial wastewater streams,
from the factories, and we
can send it to the front end
of the chlor-alkali process.

Circular salt.

So how impactful is this?
Well, let's just take one
example.

Fifty percent of the world's

production of propylene
oxide is made through the
chlor-alkali process.

And that's a total of about
five million tons of pro-
pylene oxide on an annual
basis, made globally.

So that's five million tons
of salt mined from the
earth converted through
the chlor-alkali process
into propylene oxide, and
then during that process,
five million tons of salt
that ends up in wastewater
streams.

So five million tons is
enough salt to fill three

Empire State Buildings.
And that's on an annual
basis.

So you can see how circu-
lar salt can provide a bar-
rier to our rivers from this
excessive salty discharge.
So you might wonder,
"Well, gosh, these mem-
branes have been around
for a number of years, so
why aren't people imple-
menting wastewater reuse?
Well, the bottom line is, it
costs money to implement
wastewater reuse.

And second, water in these
regions is undervalued.
Until it's too late.

You know, if we don't
plan for freshwater sus-
tainability, there are some
severe consequences.

You can just ask one of
the world's largest chemi-
cal manufacturers who last
year took a 280-million
dollar hit due to low river
levels of the Rhine River
in Germany.

You can ask the residents
of Cape Town, South Af-
rica, who experienced a
year-over-year drought
drying up their water re-
serves, and then being
asked not to flush their
toilets.

So you can see, we have
solutions here, with mem-
branes, where we can pro-
vide pure water, we can
provide pure salt, using
these membranes, both of
these, to help to protect
our rivers for future gener-
ations.

Instead, I'm going to begin
with me in graduate school
in New Jersey in the mid-
1990s, earnestly studying

Immigrants and their ad-
vocates use them as they
confront those who would
deny immigrants their
rights or even exclude
them from society.

And up to a certain point,
it makes perfect sense that
these would be the kinds
of claims that immigrants'
defenders would turn to.

But in the long term, and
maybe even in the short
term, | think these argu-
ments can be counterpro-
ductive.

Why?

Because it's always an up-
hill battle to defend your-
self on your opponent’s
terrain.

And, unwittingly, the
handouts my friends and |
were handing out and the
versions of these argu-
ments that we hear today
were actually playing the
anti-immigrants game.

We were playing that
game in part by envision-
ing that immigrants were
outsiders, rather than, as
I'm hoping to suggest in a
few minutes, people that
are already, in important
ways, on the inside.

It's those who are hostile
to immigrants, the nativ-
ists, who have succeeded
in framing the immigration
debate around three main
questions.

First, there's the question
of whether immigrants can

How can we use immi-
grants?

Will they make us richer
and stronger? The nativist
answer to this question is
no, immigrants have little
or nothing to offer.

The second question is
whether immigrants are
others.

Can immigrants become
more like us?

Are they capable of be-
coming more like us?

Are they capable of assim-
ilating?

Are they willing to assimi-
late?

Here, again, the nativist

answer is no, immigrants
are permanently different
from us and inferior to us.

And the third question is
whether immigrants are
parasites.

Are they dangerous to us?

And will they drain our
resources?

Here, the nativist answer is
yes and yes, immigrants
pose a threat and they sap
our wealth.

I would suggest that these
three questions and the
nativist animus behind
them have succeeded in
framing the larger con-
tours of the immigration

These questions are anti-
immigrant and nativist at
their core, built around a
kind of hierarchical divi-
sion of insiders and out-
siders, us and them, in
which only we matter, and
they don't.

And what gives these
questions traction and
power beyond the circle of
committed nativists is the
way they tap into an eve-
ryday, seemingly harmless
sense of national belong-
ing and activate it, height-
en it and inflame it.

Nativists commit them-
selves to making stark dis-
tinctions between insiders
and outsiders.

But the distinction itself is
at the heart of the way na-
tions define themselves.

The fissures between in-
side and outside, which
often run deepest along
lines of race and religion,
are always there to be
deepened and exploited.

And that potentially gives
nativist approaches reso-
nance far beyond those
who consider themselves
anti-immigrant, and re-
markably, even among
some who consider them-
selves pro-immigrant.

So, for example, when
Immigrants Act allies an-
swer these questions the
nativists are posing, they
take them seriously.

They legitimate those
questions and, to some ex-
tent, the anti-immigrant
assumptions that are be-
hind them.

When we take these ques-
tions seriously without
even knowing it, we're re-
inforcing the closed, ex-
clusionary borders of the
immigration conversation.

So how did we get here?
How did these become the
leading ways that we talk
about immigration? Here,
we need some backstory,
which is where my history
training comes in.

During the first century of
the US's status as an inde-
pendent nation, it did very
little to restrict immigra-
tion at the national level.

In fact, many policymak-
ers and employers worked
hard to recruit immigrants
to build up industry and to
serve as settlers, to seize
the continent.

But after the Civil War,
nativist voices rose in vol-
ume and in power.

The Asian, Latin Ameri-
can, Caribbean and Euro-
pean immigrants who dug
Americans' canals, cooked
their dinners, fought their
wars and put their children
to bed at night were met
with a new and intense
xenophobia, which cast
immigrants as permanent
outsiders who should nev-
er be allowed to become
insiders.

By the mid-1920s, the na-
tivists had won, erecting
racist laws that closed out
untold numbers of vulner-
able immigrants and refu-
gees.

Immigrants and their allies
did their best to fight back,
but they found themselves
on the defensive, caught in
some ways in the nativists'
frames.

When nativists said that
immigrants weren't useful,
their allies said yes, they
are.

When nativists accused
immigrants of being oth-
ers, their allies promised
that they would assimilate.

When nativists charged
that immigrants were dan-
gerous parasites, their al-
lies emphasized their loy-
alty, their obedience, their
hard work and their thrift.

Even as advocates wel-
comed immigrants, many
still regarded immigrants
as outsiders to be pitied, to
be rescued, to be uplifted
and to be tolerated, but
never fully brought inside
as equals in rights and re-
spect.

After World War 11, and
especially from the mid-
1960s until really recently,
immigrants and their allies
turned the tide, overthrow-
ing mid-20th century re-
striction and winning in-
stead a new system that
prioritized family reunifi-
cation, the admission of
refugees and the admission

But even then, they didn't
succeed in fundamentally
changing the terms of the
debate, and so that frame-
work endured, ready to be
taken up again in our own
convulsive moment.

That conversation is bro-
ken.

The old questions are
harmful and divisive.

So how do we get from
that conversation to one
that's more likely to get us
closer to a world that is
fairer, that is more just,
that's more secure?

| want to suggest that what
we have to do is one of the
hardest things that any so-
ciety can do: to redraw the
boundaries of who counts,
of whose life, whose rights
and whose thriving mat-
ters.

We need to redraw the
boundaries.

We need to redraw the
borders of us.

In order to do that, we
need to first take on a
worldview that's widely
held but also seriously
flawed.

According to that
worldview, there's the in-
side of the national bound-
aries, inside the nation,
which is where we live,
work and mind our own
business.

And then there's the out-
side; there's everywhere
else.

According to this
worldview, when immi-
grants cross into the na-
tion, they're moving from
the outside to the inside,
but they remain outsiders.

Any power or resources
they receive are gifts from
us rather than rights.

Now, it's not hard to see
why this is such a com-
monly held worldview.

It's reinforced in everyday
ways that we talk and act
and behave, down to the
bordered maps that we
hang up in our school-
rooms.

The problem with this
worldview is that it just
doesn't correspond to the
way the world actually
works, and the way it has
worked in the past.

Of course, American
workers have built up
wealth in society.

But so have immigrants,
particularly in parts of the
American economy that
are indispensable and
where few Americans
work, like agriculture.

Since the nation's found-
ing, Americans have been
inside the American work-
force.

Of course, Americans
have built up institutions
in society that guarantee

rights.
But so have immigrants.

They've been there during
every major social move-
ment, like civil rights and
organized labor, that have
fought to expand rights in
society for everyone.

So immigrants are already
inside the struggle for
rights, democracy and
freedom.

And finally, Americans
and other citizens of the
Global North haven't
minded their own busi-
ness, and they haven't
stayed within their own
borders.

They haven't respected
other nations' borders.

They've gone out into the
world with their armies,
they've taken over territo-
ries and resources, and
they've extracted enor-
mous profits from many of
the countries that immi-
grants are from.

In this sense, many immi-
grants are actually already
inside American power.

With this different map of
inside and outside in mind,
the question isn't whether
receiving countries are go-
ing to let immigrants in.

They're already in.

The question is whether
the United States and other
countries are going to give
immigrants access to the

rights and resources that
their work, their activism
and their home countries
have already played a fun-
damental role in creating.

With this new map in
mind, we can turn to a set
of tough, new, urgently
needed questions, radically
different from the ones
we've asked before —
questions that might
change the borders of the
immigration debate.

Our three questions are
about workers' rights,
about responsibility and
about equality.

First, we need to be asking
about workers' rights.

How do existing policies
make it harder for immi-
grants to defend them-
selves and easier for them
to be exploited, driving
down wages, rights and
protections for everyone?

When immigrants are
threatened with roundups,
detention and deportations,
their employers know that
they can be abused, that
they can be told that if
they fight back, they'll be
turned over to ICE.

When employers know
that they can terrorize an
immigrant with his lack of
papers, it makes that
worker hyper-exploitable,
and that has impacts not
only for immigrant work-
ers but for all workers.

Second, we need to ask
questions about responsi-

Wars, trade agreements
and consumer habits root-
ed in the Global North
play a major and devastat-
ing role here.

What responsibilities do
the United States, the Eu-
ropean Union and Chi-

na — the world's leading
carbon emitters — have to
the millions of people al-
ready uprooted by global
warming? And third, we
need to ask questions
about equality.

Global inequality is a
wrenching, intensifying
problem.

Income and wealth gaps
are widening around the
world.

Increasingly, what deter-
mines whether you're rich
or poor, more than any-
thing else, is what country
you're born in, which
might seem great if you're
from a prosperous country.

But it actually means a
profoundly unjust distribu-

tion of the chances for a
long, healthy, fulfilling
life.

When immigrants send
money or goods home to
their family, it plays a sig-
nificant role in narrowing
these gaps, if a very in-
complete one.

It does more than all of the
foreign aid programs in
the world combined.

We began with the nativist
questions, about immi-
grants as tools, as others
and as parasites.

Where might these new
questions about worker
rights, about responsibility
and about equality take
us? These questions reject
pity, and they embrace jus-
tice.

These questions reject the
nativist and nationalist di-
vision of us versus them.

They're going to help pre-
pare us for problems that
are coming and problems
like global warming that
are already upon us.

It's not going to be easy to
turn away from the ques-
tions that we've been ask-
ing towards this new set of
questions.

It's no small challenge to
take on and broaden the
borders of us.

time, and they're not going
to give way on their own,
and they're not going to
give way overnight.

And even if we manage to
change the questions, the
answers are going to be
complicated, and they're
going to require sacrifices
and tradeoffs.

And in an unequal world,
we're always going to have
to pay attention to the
question of who has the
power to join the conver-
sation and who doesn't.

But the borders of the im-
migration debate can be
moved.

It's up to all of us to move
them.

Poverty is a vicious
cycle.

If born poor, it can take
three or more genera-
tions to escape one.

Many are forced in this
cycle without choices,
to live on pavements,
along train tracks, in
dumping grounds,
along rivers, swamps
and many such unliva-
ble spaces, without
clean water, toilets or
housing.

But these places are
not unfamiliar to me,
because since the age
of six, | accompanied
my father, a doctor,
who treated patients in
the slums of Bombay.

Growing up, | would
help him carry his bag
of medicines after
school lessons — I loved
doing that.

Wanting to do some-
thing about these habi-
tats, | decided to be-
come an architect.

But quite early on, |
realized that the beauty
of architecture was on-
ly for the rich.

So | decided to do ur-
ban planning and
joined an NGO in India
that works with the ur-
ban poor who organize
themselves to access
basic services, such as
water, sanitation and
housing, for the poor
living in cities.

Now I spent 10 years of
my life in professional
education, in learning,
and then five years in
unlearning it.

Because | realized that
all my training in archi-
tecture, design and
planning failed ground
realities.

I unlearned many
things, but there are
two myths about the
poor that | would like
to share that we live
with.

The first myth is a per-
ception that migration
of poor people into cit-
ies is a problem.

Not only did they fight
against evictions with
those in power, saved
money and bought
land, but they also de-
signed and helped con-
struct their own houses.

Well, these were illit-
erate women, so how
did they do that?

They used floor mats
and saris to understand
measurements.

A sari is four meters in
length and 1.5 meters
in width.

They used these simple
day-to-day items to
demonstrate house
models.

And even they made
three options to choose
from and invited all
their fellow residents to

And everybody loved
this option that had a
loft in it, simply be-
cause it did two things.

One is that it accom-
modated larger families
to sleep in.

And two, it allowed
home-based work, such
as bangle-making, jew-
elry-designing, em-
broidery-stitching,
packaging items, etc.

Now they also decided
to not have a toilet in-
side, but instead have it
outside in the corridors,
simply because it gave
them more space and it
was cheaper.

Now, professionals
could have never
thought of something
like that.

A formal design would
have necessitated to
have a toilet inside.

Now these are smaller
examples — let me
share some larger con-
text: 881,000,000 peo-
ple — that's about one
sixth of this world, as
we talk here —are liv-
ing in slums and infor-
mal settlements.

Almost every city in
the global south has
large slums in the size
of townships.

Kibera, in Nairobi,
Dharavi, in Mumbai,
Khayelitsha in South
Africa, just a few.

Now initially, they
were all on waste and
abandoned lands that
cities were never inter-
ested in.

As cities grew, poor
people started building
on these lands and
brought value to this
over time.

And today, these lands
have become real estate
hot spots that every-
body wants a piece of.

So how do cities and
those in power choose
to deal with them?

They demolish them
and evict them and
move them away from
their cities and econo-
mies in order to build a
new infrastructure.

They move them into
vertical housing, which
in reality looks like
this.

Now when built in high
densities, they lack
natural light and venti-
lation, and it often
leads to unhealthy con-
ditions.

Now, on one hand,
poor people are not in-
volved in the participa-
tion of design, and
there is poor quality of
construction.

And on the other hand,
they do not understand
how to do maintenance,
you know, keeping
bills, keeping records,
forming societies — this
is always difficult for
them.

And being forced to
move into this formal
society, they end up
looking like this in a
few years.

Because formalization
is not a product, it's a
process.

Moving from informal
to formal for poor peo-
ple is a journey.

It takes time to accept
and adapt.

And when that choice
is not given, it becomes
like this, which I'm
afraid, in future, these
would become the
slums.

Now instead of doing
this, what if we ac-
commodated poor peo-
ple and gave them a
choice to be a part of
our cities and develop
them where they are,
giving them basic ser-
vices, like in this pic-
ture?

Now what happens if
cities and governments
could work together, if
governments
acknowledge poor peo-
ple, and they could
build it together?

It's a large informal set-
tlement in Nairobi.

That's Mukuru.

So to give us a glimpse,
this is the condition of
housing.

And this is what it is in
between them.

So, tired of this situa-
tion, a local slum
dwellers' federation
called Muungano de-
cided to do something
about it.

In four years, they or-
ganized 20,000 resi-
dents to collect data,
map structures and put
it together.

They wanted clean wa-
ter, toilets, decent roads
and, most importantly,
not to be evicted.

So they presented this
with the government of
Nairobi.

And for the first time in
history ever, a city has
agreed to do it.

declared Mukuru to be

a special planning area,
which means that peo-

ple could come up with
their own plan.

People could decide to
come up with their own
norms and standards,
because the standards
that work for the for-
mal citizens do not
work in informal set-
tings.

Children end up squat-
ting outside.

And that's why women
decided to come up
with a separate squat-
ting area for children.

"Isn't that what this is all
about — finding a way, at
the end of the day, to not
feel alone in this world,
and a way to feel like
we've changed it before
we leave?" she asks.

A long time ago, there
lived a Giant, a Selfish
Giant, whose stunning
garden was the most beau-
tiful in all the land.

Almost a hundred years
later, that Giant moved
into my Brooklyn child-
hood and never left.

I was raised in a religious
family, and | grew up
reading both the Bible and
the Quran.

folded on our desk, un-
clasping them only to turn
the pages, then returning
them to that position.

Our teacher wasn't being
cruel.

"My own garden is my
own garden."” Years later, |
would learn of a writer
named John Gardner who
referred to this as the "fic-
tive dream," or the "dream
of fiction," and | would
realize that this was where
I was inside that book,
spending time with the
characters and the world
that the author had created
and invited me into.

As a child, I knew that sto-
ries were meant to be sa-
vored, that stories wanted
to be slow, and that some
author had spent months,
maybe years, writing
them.

And my job as the reader —
especially as the reader
who wanted to one day
become a writer — was to
respect that narrative.

Long before there was ca-
ble or the internet or even
the telephone, there were
people sharing ideas and
information and memory
through story.

It's one of our earliest
forms of connective tech-
nology.

It was the story of some-
thing better down the Nile
that sent the Egyptians
moving along it, the story
of a better way to preserve
the dead that brought King
Tut's remains into the 21st
century.

must have said, "What if?"
And someone else remem-
bered the story.

And whether they told it
through words or gestures
or drawings, it was passed
down; remembered: hit a
hammer and hear its story.

The world is getting noisi-
er.

We've gone from boom-
boxes to Walkmen to port-
able CD players to iPods
to any song we want,
whenever we want it.

We've gone from the four
television channels of my
childhood to the seeming
infinity of cable and
streaming.

As technology moves us
faster and faster through
time and space, it seems to
feel like story is getting
pushed out of the way, |
mean, literally pushed out
of the narrative.

But even as our engage-
ment with stories change,
or the trappings around it
morph from book to audio
to Instagram to Snapchat,
we must remember our
finger beneath the words.

Remember that story, re-
gardless of the format, has
always taken us to places
we never thought we'd go,
introduced us to people we
never thought we'd meet
and shown us worlds that
we might have missed.

As | began to connect the
dots that connected the
way | learned to write and
the way | learned to read
to an almost silenced peo-
ple, I realized that my sto-
ry was bigger and older
and deeper than | would
ever be.
